While a solemn day, Ash Wednesday is not a holy 
day of obligation. 

• For Catholics 14 and over, Ash Wednesday is a day of abstinence, which is defined as refraining from eating the flesh meat of 
mammals and fowl.  

• For Catholics 18-59, Ash Wednesday is also a day of fasting, which is defined as one normal size meal in the course of the 
day plus two smaller sized meals that, when added together, are still less than the normal meal. 

• Those who are ill or pregnant are not obligated to fast, but they are still to observe abstinence. 

All Fridays of Lent are also days of abstinence for those 14 and over. 

Stations of the Cross will be held each Friday of Lent at 6 p.m.
